Social Justice Updates 

 

Sometimes people say, as they refer to the 8th Principle:  “We can do all this anti-racism work to prepare for a 

diverse beloved community, but no BIPOC attend the church.”  This is generally true if attendance means 

Sunday service.  It is not true if attendance means Saturday breakfast.  Many of the people that attend breakfast 

are “regulars.”  They attend several times a month and have attended for over a year.  Some say, “I love this 

church.”  They express dismay when newcomers’ behavior does not meet the norm that has been established (an 

unwritten covenant).  Some look for ways to contribute; sharing resources and/or their labor.  Discussions 

include love, generosity, and gratitude.  It is church.  And BIPOC are regular attenders.   

Research in Maine has established that Black and African American individuals are ten times more likely to 

experience homelessness than their White peers.

General Assembly News 

 

General Assembly (GA), the annual gathering of Unitarian Universalists is completely virtual this year- June 

20-22, 2024. This year’s GA theme is Love Unites, Stories Ignite. 

 

UUCC can have 4 Delegates attend GA. Representing a congregation as a delegate is an honor and a privilege. 

Delegates are the voting participants regarding the business of the Unitarian Universalist Association and en-

gage in important policy deliberations. The major item of business this year is the vote to accept the revised Ar-

ticle II of the UUA Bylaws. This includes the Purpose, Values, Covenanting and Inspirations. 

 

At last week’s Board meeting, we made the decision to offer financial assistance for the cost of registration for 

two people attending this year’s UUA General Assembly as delegates.  

 

We believe that having members of UUCC attend GA is enriching for the attendees and for the congregation. In 

the past, we have been informed and inspired by the testimony of attendees who share their learnings as part of 

a Sunday service here at UUCC.

At its March 14 meeting the Board: 

 

 Agreed to review the Policy for visitors to Board meetings and send any suggestions to Michaela 

 Reviewed the list of projects recommended by the Buildings and Ground Committee 

 Voted to fund the registration fee for two members to attend this year’s General Assembly as delegates. 

 Agreed to leave the church’s pledge to the United Community Living Center in place pending hearing 

about the group’s next steps after the Green St. location was rejected by the Augusta Planning Board
